The work of local and
national artists is celebrated during the
monthly First Saturday Art Crawls in the
5th Avenue of the Arts district and the
Wedgewood-Houston (WeHo) neighborhood.

The acclaimed Stieglitz collection returns
to the Van Vechten Art Gallery at Fisk
University and features 101 works by
renowned artists including Cézanne,
Picasso, Renoir and O’Keeffe.

During the early part of 2020, the Frist
Art Museum features illustrative art, including
a special presentation on Nashville Street
Art and a celebration of acclaimed children’s
author and artist Eric Carle.

In addition to offices and
residential units, the massive project
will feature a 23-story Grand Hyatt
Hotel opening this year.

MAKING AN IMPACT
AROUND THE WORLD

Word spread. Invitations to perform
began to arrive. In the next two years,
the Fisk Jubilee Singers performed
across the country for audiences that
included President Ulysses S. Grant,
William Lloyd Garrison and Mark Twain.

They then traveled to Europe,
where they performed for audiences
including Queen Victoria and Johann
Strauss. Their performances not
only saved Fisk; they were able

and build Jubilee Hall, the South’s first
permanent structure built for the education
of black students.

In performing this truly original music on
the world stage, the Jubilee Singers also put
Nashville on the map. They created a rich
musical legacy, their contribution to what
eventually would be known around the world
as Music City. Before there were the famous
sounds, artists and studios of country music,
for which Nashville is well known, there were
the Fisk Jubilee Singers.

MUSEUM BRINGS MUSICAL
HISTORY TO LIFE

From this spiritual seed, not only was gospel
music in ascendance, but African American
artists throughout the South had created
their own secular kind of spiritual: the blues
— arguably the most influential musical genre
of the last 200 years. Rock 'n’ roll, jazz, rhythm
and blues, funk, pop, hip-hop, even country,
all are fundamentally indebted to the blues.

The National Museum of African American
Music, opening in 2020 in the heart of
downtown, honors this tradition and fulfills
the legacy of Music City set forth by those
nine singers in 1871.

“The world listened only half
credulously until the Fisk
Jubilee Singers sang the

slave songs so deeply into the
world’s heart that it can never

wholly forget them again.”
— W.E.B. Dubois

The museum’s five permanent galleries
feature more than 1,500 artifacts and 25
interactive displays that chronicle the history
of African American music from the 1600s to
the present day. In addition, NMAAM features
a rotating exhibit and, fittingly, the first one
honors the Fisk Jubilee Singers.

“This is the first detailed exhibition about
the Fisk Jubilee Singers’ legacy,” says Dr. Paul
T. Kwami, associate professor of music at Fisk
and musical director of the Fisk Jubilee Singers.
“This exhibition provides an opportunity for
people to acquire greater knowledge about
Fisk Jubilee Singers and their importance to
the music culture of Nashville and the world.”

It’s through the work of Kwami and the team
at NMAAM that the story of the Jubilee Singers
can be shared with visitors from around the
country and around the world - just as the
original Singers themselves were able to do
nearly 150 years ago.

NMAAM will highlight the African American
artists and pioneers who played an influential
role in creating the music that has been an
integral piece of American history and culture.

For Nashville, that story begins at Fisk with
those 10 students. The city might not be what
it is today were it not for them. Possibly, African
American music as we know it wouldn’t be
the same either.

Venues including Lipstick Lounge,
The East Room, Grimey’s, The 5 Spot
and The Basement East showcase
indie rock, hip-hop, punk, EDM and
alt-country. Nissan Stadium, home of
the Tennessee Titans, is also the site
for large stadium tours and the all-star
CMA Fest each June.

MIDTOWN/WEST END

Just beyond downtown, the midtown
area includes several musical pockets
within its boundaries.

Elliston Place, known as The Rock
Block, houses the legendary Exit/In.
For nearly 50 years, everyone from
Avril Lavigne and Etta James to Red
Hot Chili Peppers and Death Cab for
Cutie has played this forum for rockers,
rappers, DJs and metalheads.

A few doors down, The End features
established and aspiring rock musicians
with many shows open to those 18
and up. Nearby, Centennial Park hosts
family-friendly musical concerts and
events throughout the year. And Music
Row and the Vanderbilt University area
offer an eclectic mix ranging from
songwriters to dance music.

Lower Broadway is the hub of live
entertainment with the Honky Tonk
Highway serving up cold beverages
and hot guitar licks all day, every day.
Although country is king, there’s room
for other genres to take center stage
at popular spots, including Acme Feed
& Seed and Nashville Underground.

While the “music per square foot” is
highest on Broadway, you can bet other
nonstop entertainment is happening
nearby — along historic Second Avenue
and in Printers Alley.

For more than a century, these
hot spots have hosted everyone from
Hank Williams to B.B. King and, today,
feature a mix of country, blues, rock
and soul.

SoBro — south of Broadway — offers
an equally diverse lineup with the
Schermerhorn Symphony Center and
the Country Music Hall of Fame® and
Museum. Iconic SoBro venues include
Mercy Lounge, 3rd & Lindsley and
Jack White’s Third Man Records, which
feature up-and-comers, hit songwriters
and nationally established acts.

Downtown is also a popular stop for
national concert tours and blockbuster
events. In a 10-block radius, multiple
headline acts perform at Bridgestone
Arena, the Ryman Auditorium and
Ascend Amphitheater.

elsey Montague’s wildly popular What Lifts You wings mural isn’t the only local art
installation worth lining up for. As mural travel becomes an increasingly growing niche
in the tourism industry, Nashville has poised itself at the top of the game by boasting
some of the boldest street art in the South.

Art collectives like Nashville Walls Project
have led the pack by completely transforming
blighted neighborhoods, as well as bringing life
to drab areas like the Elliston Parking Garage,

a collaboration by the hospital complexes that
enlisted prolific artists like Chris Zidek, Tess
Erlenborn, Kyle Barton and Eric Bass to paint the
walls, corridors and stairwells of all four stories.

The group also facilitates relationships
between local businesses and international
artists and has brought in such acclaimed
muralists as Jason Woodside, whose iconic
rainbow-colored ribbons decorate The Gulch,
and Beau Stanton, whose Rivive mural towers
over Fifth Avenue North just beyond the Ryman
Auditorium and aims to raise awareness of
Nashville’s waterways.

But downtown isn’t the only neighborhood
brimming with color. East Nashville’s Gallatin

Avenue is dotted with murals, with new ones
popping up weekly, anchored by such artists
as Nathan Brown, whose signature geometrics
dominate the Five Points neighborhood, and
Tara Aversa, known for her florals that can be
seen both inside and outside of Walden Bar.
In 12 South, Adrien Saporiti’s famed | Believe
in Nashville wall continues to draw crowds,
as does Draper James’ simplistic blue-and-
white striped facade next door. Saporiti is also
responsible for painting the KindComments
wall on the side of Black Rabbit restaurant
downtown in partnership with Instagram.
Charlotte Avenue boasts Off the Wall, a
tapestry on which more than a dozen artists
have left their mark. West of there is perhaps
Nashville’s most eye-catching piece of public
art: The Nations Silo, a 160-foot-tall grain silo
painted by Guido van Helten out of Australia.
